                   Agreement (amendment) -  ALL CITY MANAGEMENT SERVICES, INC.:  

      

Councilor Pleskach moved the adoption of a resolution authorizing the Supervisor to 

execute an Amendment to the existing Agreement with ALL CITY MANAGEMENT 

SERVICES, INC., for providing School Crossing Guard Services for a period of time 

which commences July 1, 2020 and terminating June 30, 2021 (2020/2021 school year), 

and for such term thereafter as agreed upon.  The Town agrees to pay for the services 

rendered pursuant to the Agreement, the sum of Twenty-Three Dollars and Ninety-Nine 

Cents ($23.99) per hour of guard service to be provided. The cost of providing One 

Thousand, Nine Hundred Eighty (1,980) hours of service shall not exceed Forty-Seven 

Thousand, Five Hundred and 20/100 Dollars ($47,500.20), and further authorizing the 

Supervisor to execute the necessary documents therefore. The Amendment shall be 

approved as to form and content by the Town Attorney. Motion was seconded by Deputy
